The meeting was called to order at 10:05 a.m.  Dr. Morrison introduced Dr. Donald Steven, the new Provost at The Citadel. She then requested that everyone seated at the table introduce themselves.
1.
Consideration of Minutes of March 31, 2004 


Dr. Morrison requested that the Minutes of March 31, 2004, be reviewed and either modified or approved as distributed.  There being no changes to be considered, approval was moved (Chapman) and seconded (Jorgens), and the Committee voted unanimously to accept the Minutes of March 31, 2004.

Presentation on Measuring Up Pilot Project

Following introductory comments by Dr. Morrison, Ms. Carullo updated members on the status of the National Forum on College-Level Learning pilot project.  She explained that the project data collection phase had ended.  She said the national project staff is in the process of finalizing information regarding the project for presentation in the “Measuring Up, 2004” report that is to be released this fall.  She reviewed summary project data for South Carolina and the other participating states using a PowerPoint presentation.  Members received a copy of the presentation. (See attached.)  The group discussed the project and its implications.  Dr. Morrison agreed to solicit additional feedback from the advisory group and forward a letter expressing South Carolina’s concerns to the national project staff.

4.  
Consideration of Program Planning Summaries

a. B.S.B.A., Resort Tourism Management, Coastal Carolina (new)

Dr. Barr introduced the program planning summary.  Approval was moved (Barr) and seconded (Chapman).  Dr. Barr stated that Coastal Carolina currently has a concentration in business but it does not focus on resort tourism. There are four other institutions that have the same type of programs.  Dr. Jorgens stated that College of Charleston is very supportive of the program but recommended that the final proposal have a broader focus on tourism as opposed to marketing.  She added that they would like to see additional emphasis in the proposal on faculty productivity and research.  Dr. Barton stated that USC-Beaufort supports the program.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the planning summary for Coastal Carolina to develop a program leading to the B.S.B.A. degree in Resort Tourism Management, to be implemented in Fall 2005.
        b. M.Ed., Reading, Clemson (new)

        Dr. Helms introduced the program planning summary.  Approval was moved (Helms) and seconded (Smith).  Dr. Helms stated that this program is adding satellite and on-line courses.    The first satellite course will be offered in Horry County.  Clemson plans to add the program in other areas in the state later.  Dr. Jorgens stated that The Lowcountry Graduate Center could be a place to offer the course in the Charleston area.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the planning summary for Clemson to develop a program leading to the M.Ed. degree in Reading, to be implemented in Fall 2005.

c. M.B.A., Business Administration, w/concentration in Agribusiness and        

             Entrepreneurship, S.C. State (new)


Dr. Spann introduced the program planning summary.  Approval was moved (Spann) and seconded (Barton).  Dr. Spann stated that S.C. State is adding an entrepreneurship track to the degree.  Dr. Helms stated that Clemson supports the program.  She stated that Clemson has a degree named “Agriculture Economics” because the legislation states that only S.C. State can use the term “Agribusiness.”  She also stated that Clemson would like to work collaboratively with S.C. State to enhance Agriculture Business.  Dr. Helms suggested that S.C. State and Clemson could work together to use faculty for Distance Education courses.  Dr. Smith stated that USC-Columbia’s entrepreneurship program is not mentioned in the planning summary, but has received a “top 20” national award.  Dr. Morrison stated that S.C. State has an M.S. degree in Agribusiness and asked if the M.B.A. proposal will have an effect on enrollment in the M.S. program.  Dr. Spann stated that the issue has been discussed but that S.C. State is confident that both graduate programs will have satisfactory enrollments.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the planning summary for S.C. State to develop a program leading to the M.B.A. degree  in Business Administration, with concentrations in Agribusiness and Entrepreneurship, to be implemented in ​​Fall 2005.


d. Clemson University Restoration Institute,  Clemson (new)

Dr. Helms introduced the program planning summary.  Approval was moved (Helms) and seconded (Lundquist).  Dr. Helms stated that this will be an important economic center for South Carolina.  It will be located in Charleston.  She stated that $833 million are spent yearly on tourism in South Carolina.  Dr. Jorgens asked to be recorded as highly supportive of this proposal, adding that College of Charleston and the Lowcountry Graduate Center are partnering with Clemson with this institute.  Dr. Barton asked if the center will have a rural emphasis.  Dr. Helms stated that it will have both rural and urban emphasis.  In response to Dr. Morrison’s inquiry about the Charleston School of Building Arts (SOBA) role in this proposal,   Dr. Helms stated that the SOBA will be very much involved in the institute.  Dr. Jorgens added that College of Charleston master degree students are currently taking classes through the SOBA.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the planning summary for Clemson University to develop the Restoration Institute, to be implemented in September 2004.










3.
Consideration of Program Proposals
a. A.H.S., Emergency Medical Technology,  Trident Tech  (new) 

Dr. Brandstadter introduced the program proposals.  Approval was moved (Ziegler) and seconded (Jorgens).  Dr. Ziegler stated that this proposal has been submitted by a few of the other technical schools.  She stated that South Carolina Health and Environmental Control Department has adopted new national standards.  She stated that in order to meet those national standards students wishing to be certified in Emergency Medical Technology need to have more education hours.  She explained that although a continuing education program will provide these hours, students want a degree program because they have a more meaningful sense of accomplishment with an associate degree and because they are eligible to receive financial aid in an academic degree program. With no further discussion, the Committee voted unanimously to accept the proposal for Trident Tech, to develop a program leading to A.H.S., degree in Emergency Medical Technology, to be implemented in September 2004. 

b. B.A.S., Culinary Arts, Trident Tech (new)
Dr. Ziegler introduced the program proposal.  Approval was moved (Ziegler) and seconded (Summers).   Dr. Ziegler stated that this is the first four-year program to be offered by a technical school.  The college’s new mission statement was approved by the Commission on May 6 2004.  Dr. Ziegler stated that this program is being developed as a result of Johnson and Wales leaving the Charleston area.  She said that students in Horry Georgetown Tech’s and Greenville Tech’s two-year culinary arts programs, as well as those at Trident’s two year programs, wll be eligible through an articulation agreement to complete their bachelor’s degree at Trident Tech.  There will be new faculty hires in place for 2006-07.  Dr. Barton asked how the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS) will approve the program.  Dr. Ziegler stated that SACS will approve the program as a four-year degree program, offered by Trident Tech, which will be considered a four-year institution by SACS.  Dr. Barton stated that while he was not criticizing the culinary arts program, its implementation will set a major trend in the state.  He added that the General Assembly needs to know how the Life Sciences bill will affect higher education.  Dr. Ziegler responded by saying that although SACS necessarily had to treat Trident Tech as a four-year institution if it offers the B.P.S. in Culinary Arts, the Life Sciences bill specifically limits the college from offering any other four-year program.  
 Dr. Smith asked why there was not a planning summary for this program.  Dr. Morrison stated that State Tech Board and the Commission are both mindful that approval of this program needs to be done quickly in deference to the will of General Assembly as found in the Life Sciences Act.  Dr. Smith stated that this program is unique because there has never been a precedent for approval of a program tied up in litigation.  In response to Dr. Morrison’s inquiry if the legislation stated when the program should start, Dr. Ziegler said that the legislation stipulates that the program should begin in Fall 2006.  Owing to the nature of this program proposal’s origins, Dr. Lundquist said the program appeared to have been introduced at ACAP solely as a procedural issue.  After the discussion, a consensus emerged in the support of Dr. Lundquist’s view.  Thus, a new motion was offered (Lundquist) and seconded (Barr) to accept this program for information only.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously for information only the program proposal at Trident Technical College leading to the B.P.S. degree in Culinary Arts, as approved by the General Assembly, to be implemented in Fall 2006. 


c. B.A., Middle Grades Education, USC-Upstate at the University Center of Greenville (modification)

Dr. Avery introduced the program proposal.  Approval was moved (Avery) and seconded (Barton).  Dr. Avery stated that this proposal is a modification to offer the program at the University Center of Greenville.  Dr. Morrison asked if the program has been approved by the USC Board of Trustees.  Dr. Avery stated that the Board of Trustees approved that program in June and the approval letters have been mailed to the Commission.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposal for USC-Upstate to modify its existing program leading to the B.A. degree in Middle Grades Education, to be implemented in August 2004 at the University Center of Greenville. 

d. 
B.S.B.A., Economics, Coastal Carolina (new)

Dr. Barr introduced the program proposal.  Approval was moved (Barr) and seconded (Jorgens).  Dr. Barr stated that in order to follow the mission of Coastal Carolina as a traditional liberal arts institution, economics needed to be an added major.   With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposal for Coastal Carolina to develop a program leading to the B.S.B.A., degree in Economics, to be implemented in Fall 2004.



e.  
B.S. Hospitality and Tourism, Clemson (new)
Dr. Jorgens introduced the program proposal.  Approval was moved (Jorgens) and seconded (Raymond).  Dr. Jorgens stated that this program builds on an existing minor.  She added that it is an appropriate program because of the continuing growth of the tourism industry in Charleston.  She stated that the program will be offered in articulation with Trident Technical College’s related program at the associate degree level.  Dr. Helms and Dr. Barton stated that both Clemson and USC-Beaufort, respectively, support this program.  Without further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposals for College of Charleston to develop a program leading to the B.S. degree in Hospitality and Tourism Management, to be implemented in Fall 2005


f. B.S., Criminal Justice, USC-Upstate at the University Center of Greenville (modification)
g. B.S., Special Education-Learning Disabilities, USC-Upstate at the University Center of Greenville (modification)

  Dr. Avery introduced USC-Upstate’s two program modifications, consisting of the addition of these two programs at the University Center of Greenville.  Approvals were moved (Avery) and seconded (Raymond).  Dr. Lundquist stated that  Lander currently offers an emphasis in Sociology at the University Center of Greenville.  He stated that when “USC-Upstate” proposal was introduced and approved by the University Center of Greenville’s Board, Lander had stated that its B.S. in Sociology and Criminal Justice would become a full criminal justice degree in one and half years at the University Center of Greenville.  Dr. Lundquist asked what will happen when Lander’s B.S. in Sociology degree with an emphasis in Criminal Justice becomes a Criminal Justice degree offered at the University of Greenville Center with USC-Upstate’s four-year Criminal Justice begins.  Dr. Morrison stated that the University Center of Greenville needs to consider the implications of two institutions offering the same degree at the Center.  Dr. Helms stated that the University Center of Greenville needs faculty from participating institutions to teach each others’ courses.  She stated that with seven universities offering degrees there, the faculty could and should collaborate.  Without further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the two program modifications, to be implemented in Fall 2004.


  
h.      D.P.T., Physical Therapy, MUSC (new)


Dr. Raymond introduced the program proposal.  Approval was moved (Raymond) and seconded (Chapman). Dr. Raymond stated that this degree is being offered because there is a national demand for doctorate degrees for clinical practitioners and because there will be focus more on research on the part of the faculty than in the current Masters in Rehabilitation,, Physical Therapy track.  Dr. Smith stated that USC-Columbia also offers the D.P.T. degree and focuses heavily on the research in this program.  He also stated that he would like to collaborate with MUSC.    Without further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposal for MUSC to develop a program leading to the D.P.T., degree in Physical Therapy, to be implemented in May 2005.
i. 
Ph.D., Professional Communications (Rhetorics, Communication, and 
Information Design), Clemson (new)


Dr. Helms introduced the program proposal. Approval was moved (Helms) and seconded (Jorgens).  Dr. Helms stated that this program is not a mass communication degree, but a communication studies program.  She stated that this is the first Ph.D. degree in the Arts/Humanities offered at Clemson University.  Dr. Morrison asked if the external reviewers’ suggestions were incorporated into the final proposal.  Dr. Helms stated that there were two external reviews and some of the suggestions are reflected in the proposal.  Dr. Avery stated that USC-Upstate is very supportive of this program.  Without further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposal for Clemson to develop a program leading to the Ph.D. degree in Professional Communications (Rhetorics, Communication, and Information Design), to be implemented in Fall 2005.


j.       Center for Nursing Leadership, USC-Columbia (new)













Dr. Smith introduced the program Proposal.  Approval was moved (Smith) and seconded (Smith).  Dr. Smith stated that this center is being developed to enhance the leadership skills of nursing faculty.  Drs. Raymond and Helms stated that MUSC and Clemson are supportive of this Center.  Dr. Kelley asked if the proposal’s language and budget were correct in showing no state funding will be requested for the first five years.  Drs. Smith and Parsons responded that this was correct.  With no further discussion, the Committee voted to accept unanimously the program proposal for USC-Columbia to develop a new center, Center for Nursing Leadership, to be implemented on October 1, 2004.
5.       Discussion of Draft Policy on Credit Awarded for International Baccalaureate    

            Programs/Courses
Dr. Morrison stated that Casey Stafford, intern for CHE, conducted a study on IB credit awards and then drafted a proposed state-wide policy.  She thanked him for this work and asked him to give a summary of the drafted policy.  Mr. Stafford stated that there are 17 public high schools in South Carolina that offer International Baccalaureate courses.  He stated that only four other states have more high schools offering the I.B. program than South Carolina.  Dr. Morrison suggested that the Committee adopt an I.B. policy so that the state will have consistent in accepting I.B. credits at the institutions for first-time freshman. Dr. Morrison asked the Committee to review the document and send her their feedback on the proposal.  
6.       Informational Report on the Academic Common Market
Dr. Morrison stated that JoAnn Biga prepared the report.  She informed the Committee that if members would like to add new programs to the Academic Common Market, they are requested to inform the Academic Affairs and Licensing staff.  She explained that the report reflects that South Carolina is “importing”  more non-South Carolina students than it is “exporting” through the Academic Common Market.   
7. Other


       There being no further business, Dr. Morrison thanked all members of the Committee and staff for their work and attendance.  Dr. West congratulated Dr. Smith on his new position at USC-Columbia and stated that he will be missed in the Academic Affairs area.  The group concurred with this sentiment and the meeting was adjourned at 12:43 p.m.
