Glossary 

 
 
American Indian or Alaskan Native - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North 

American and who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community 
recognition. 

 
Asian or Pacific Islander - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast 

Asia, the Indian Subcontinent, or Pacific Islands.  This includes people from China, Japan, Korea, the 
Philippine Islands, American Samoa, India, and Vietnam.   

 
Black, Non-Hispanic - A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa (except those of 
Hispanic origin). 

 
Hispanic - A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or 
origin, regardless of race.  

 
Nonresident Alien - A person who is not a citizen or national of the United States and who is in this country on 

a visa or temporary basis and does not have the right to remain indefinitely. 
 
White, Non-Hispanic - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the 

Middle East (except those of Hispanic origin). 
 
Race/ethnicity Unknown - This category is used ONLY if the student did not select a racial/ethnic designation, 

and the postsecondary institution finds it impossible to place the student in one of the aforementioned 
racial/ethnic categories during established enrollment procedures or in any post-enrollment 
identification or verification process.  

 
 
First-Professional Student - A student enrolled in any of the following degree programs: Chiropractic, 

Dentistry, Law, Medicine, Optometry, Osteopathic Medicine, Pharmacy, Podiatry, Theology, and 
Veterinary Medicine. 

 
First-Time Freshmen - An entering freshman who has never attended a college (or other postsecondary 

institution).  Includes students enrolled in the fall term who attended college for the first time in the 
prior summer term.  Also includes students who entered with advanced standing (college credits 
earned before graduation from high school).  

 
Undergraduate Student - A student enrolled in a 4- or 5- year bachelor’s degree program, and associate’s 

degree program, or a vocational or technical program below the baccalaureate. 
 
Graduate Student - A student who holds a bachelor’s or first-professional degree, ore equivalent, and is taking 

courses at the post baccalaureate level. 
 
Transfer Student - A student entering the reporting institution for the first time but known to have previously 

attended a postsecondary institution at the same level (e.g., undergraduate, graduate).  The student may 
transfer with or without credit. 

 
Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) Student Enrollment – Calculated as fifteen (15) credit hours per semester for an 

undergraduate student, twelve (12) credit hours per semester for a graduate level 1 (master’s) student, 
and nine (9) credit hours per semester for a graduate 2 (doctoral) students. 

 
Lower Division – Freshmen and sophomores. 
 
Upper Division – Juniors and seniors.

Degree – An award conferred by a college, university, or other postsecondary education institution as official 

recognition for the successful completion of a program of studies.  
 
Diploma – A formal document certifying the successful completion of a prescribed program of studies.  Award 

conferred by a college, university, or other postsecondary education institution as official recognition 
 
Certificate – A formal award certifying the satisfactory completion of a postsecondary education program. 
  
Associate’s Degree – An award that normally requires at least 2 but less than 4 years of full-time equivalent 

college work. 
 
Bachelor’s Degree – An award (baccalaureate or equivalent degree, as determined by the Secretary, U.S. 

Department of Education) that normally requires at least 4 but NOT more than 5 years of full-time 
equivalent college-level work.  This includes ALL bachelor’s degrees conferred in a 5-year 
cooperative (work-study plan) program.   

 
Master’s Degree – An award that requires the successful completion of a program of study of at least the full-

time equivalent of 1 but nor more than 2 academic years of work beyond the bachelor’s degree.  
 
Doctor’s Degree – The highest award a student can earn for graduate study.  The doctor’s degree classification 

includes such degrees as Doctor of Education, Doctor of Juridical Science, Doctor of Public Health, 
and the Doctor of Philosophy degree in any field such as agronomy, food technology, education, 
engineering, public administration, ophthalmology, or radiology.  For the Doctor of Public Health 
degree, the prior degree is generally earned in the closely related professional field of medicine or in 
sanitary engineering.  

 
First-Professional Degree – An award that requires completion of a program that meets all of the following 

criteria: (1) completion of the academic requirements to begin practice in the profession; (2) at least 2 
years of college work prior to entering the program; and (3) a total of a least 6 academic years of 
college work to complete the degree program, including prior required college work plus the length of 
the professional program itself.  First-professional degrees may be awarded in the following 10 fields: 
Chiropractic, Dentistry, Medicine, Optometry, Osteopathic Medicine, Pharmacy, Podiatry, Veterinary 
Medicine, Law and Theology.   

 
CIP (Classification of Instructional Programs) – An NCES (National Center of Education Statistics) publication 

that provides a numerical classification and standard terminology for secondary and postsecondary 
instructional programs. 

 
Credit Hour – A unit of measure that represents an hour of instruction that can be applied to the total number 

of hours needed for completing the requirements of a degree, diploma, certificate or other formal 
award.  

 
Credit Course – A course that, if successfully completed, can be applied toward the number of courses 

required for achieving a degree, diploma, certificate, or other formal award.  
 
Degree-Seeking Students – Students enrolled in courses for credit who are recognized by the institution as 

seeking a degree or formal award.  At the undergraduate level, this is intended to include students 
enrolled in vocational or occupational programs.

The total number of bachelor’s degrees awarded by South Carolina’s postsecondary institutions 
over a ten-year period, from 1991-1992 through 2000-2001, increased from 14,941 to 16,675 or 
12%.  By comparison, undergraduate enrollment in institutions offering bachelor’s degree 
increased from 86,597 to 96,803 or 12% over the same ten-year period. 
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The disciplines producing the 
largest number of degrees 
awarded each year during this 
ten-year period are Business with 
23.5% of the total, Education wit 
h 10.4%,  and Social Sciences 
with 9.8%.  Together, degrees 
awarded in these three fields 
account for almost half (43.7%) 
of the total number of degrees 
awarded each year.

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What Does The “Graduation Rate” Really Mean? 
 
 

One of the most talked about educational indicators in South Carolina (and in the nation) is the “graduation 
rate” of a college or university.  What is it exactly:  How is it figured? Why is it important?  And perhaps, 
most importantly, what can this number, often expressed as a percent, tell us about quality at our colleges 
and universities? 

 
First, it is important to understand that the reason in South Carolina for originally devising a graduation rate 
was a question from the South Carolina Legislature as part of ACT 255 of 1992.  At that time the 
Legislature wanted to know, “How many years does it take for a first time college student to graduate from 
a public college or university in South Carolina if the student goes to school full time and does not change 
institutions?”  At that time the State was not as concerned with the college student who entered an 
institution, particularly a two-year institution, with a goal of upgrading skills and never planned to get a 
degree.  The State was more concerned with wanting to know how long it took for the first-time college 
student who was seeking a degree to graduate.  All of the public colleges and universities met with the 
Commission on Higher Education and agreed upon a process to calculate a graduation rate, which in turn 
would answer this question. 

 
The process they agreed to is quite simple.  First, all of the full-time, first time students at any public college 
or university are counted at each public institution in the State.  The day chosen is a certain number of days 
after the last day a student can add or drop classes.  The number of students counted on that day is called the 
“cohort” for that given year.  Therefore, since this process was started in 1985, the “cohort” or group for 
1985 for the Citadel was 607 students – that is, the Citadel had 607 first-time college students enrolled in 
classes full time on one specific fall day of 1985.  USC-Aiken had 308 first-time, full time students on the 
day they counted.  Clemson has 2,260 and so on.  The graduation rate is calculated by taking this entry 
number and comparing it to the number of students in this same group of students (or cohort) who have 
graduated by the spring semester, four, five and six years later, in this example this “cohort” would have 
been expected to graduate in 1989, 1990 or 1991.  Comparing these two numbers, produces the graduation 
rate for those students who start college for the first time in their lives as a full time student and generally, 
continue to go to college full-time at the same institution.

Application Fee – The amount of money that an institution charges for processing a student’s application for 
admittance to the institution.  This amount is not creditable toward tuition or required fees, nor is it 
refundable if the student is not admitted to the institution.   

 
Board Charges – The charge for an academic year for meals for a specified number of days (or meals) per week.   
 
Books and Supplies – The average cost of books and supplies for a typical student for an entire academic year (or 

program).    
   
Dormitory Capacity – The maximum number of students that the institution can provide dormitory housing 

facilities for, whether on or off campus.   
 
Room Charges – The charges for an academic year for rooming accommodations of a typical student sharing a 

room with one other student.   
 
Tuition – Amount of money charged to students for instructional services.  Tuition may be charged per term, per 

course, or per credit. 
 
Required Fees – Fixed sum charged to students for items not covered by tuition and required of such a large 

proportion of all students that the student who does NOT pay is an exception.   
 
In-District Student – A student who is a legal resident of the locality in which he/she attends school and thus is 

entitled to reduced tuition charges if offered by the institution.    
 
In-State Student – A student who pays in-state rates in accordance with Section 59-112 of the 1976 SC Code of 

Laws, as amended.  
 
Out-of-State Student – A student who pays the out-of-state rate in accordance with Section 59-112 of the 1976, SC 

Code of Laws, as amended.

As established by the legislation, of the funds appropriated to the public and private institutions, fifty 
percent are allocated to Need-Based Grants and fifty percent are allocated to Palmetto Fellows Scholarships.  
Public and private institutions will receive funds for both programs based on the percentage of the State's 
total undergraduate resident full-time enrollment for the previous year. 

 
South Carolina Need-Based Grants are available to students who are determined to be “needy” based on 
Federal Financial Aid Guidelines established under Title IV by completing the Free Application for Federal 
Student Aid (FAFSA) Form.  Need-based Grant funds for private colleges and universities in the State are 
transferred to the S.C. Tuition Grants Commission and incorporated into the Tuition Grants Program.  For 
students attending public colleges and universities in the State, the Need-based Grants Program is campus-
administered.  For initial and continued eligibility, the student must be enrolled in an eligible program of 
study and be a resident of S.C.  For continued eligibility, the student must earn at least a 2.0 cumulative 
GPA on a 4.0 scale and earn 24 full-time equivalent hours each year.   The grant may not exceed $2,500 per 
academic year if enrolled full-time and $1,250 per academic year if enrolled part-time for no more than 
eight full-time equivalent semesters. 
 

In order to be eligible to apply for a Palmetto Fellows Scholarship, high school seniors must score a 1200 
on the SAT or 27 on the ACT by not later than the application deadline; earn a 3.5 grade point average 
(GPA) on a 4.0 scale at the end of the junior year; and, rank in the top five percent of the class at the end of 
either the sophomore or the junior year. The applicant must also be a resident of S.C.  The deadline for 
applying is usually January of the senior year.  Students selected as Palmetto Fellows will receive a 
scholarship award of up to $5,000 to pursue a baccalaureate degree at a participating institution in South 
Carolina.  The scholarship is renewable annually for no more than eight semesters if continued eligibility 
criteria are met.  To eligible to renew the award each year, Palmetto Fellows must maintain at least a 3.0 
GPA on a 4.0 point scale and earn a minimum of 30 credit hours each academic year.

Act 418, Legislative Incentives for Future Excellence (LIFE) Scholarships, was approved by the General 
Assembly during the 1998 legislative session and signed into law on Friday, June 19, 1998.  The Act 
authorizes funding for scholarships in the amount of $3,000 to eligible students attending four-year public 
and independent colleges and universities, and up to the cost of tuition and fees as reported to CHEMIS to 
eligible students attending two-year public and independent colleges and universities in South Carolina.   
 
The goals of the LIFE Scholarship Program are: to increase access to higher education, improve the 
employability of South Carolina’s students so as to attract business to the State, provide incentives for 
students to be better prepared for college, to improve SAT scores, and to encourage students to graduate 
from college on time.   
 
In order to receive the LIFE Scholarship, students graduating from high school in 2001 must meet the 
general eligibility requirements; earn a 3.0 cumulative grade point average and score a 1050 on the SAT 
(equivalent ACT = 22).  Students enrolled in college must have a 3.0 cumulative grade point average as well 
as meet the established credit hour and general eligibility requirements. Students must fulfill the eligibility 
criteria each year in order to receive the scholarship and may receive the scholarship for not more than four 
terms for students attending two-year or technical colleges, not more than eight terms for students attending 
four-year colleges or universities, and not more than 10 terms for students enrolled in an approved five-year 
baccalaureate degree program. 
 
The participating eligible institutions administer the LIFE Scholarship program with oversight and guidance 
from the Commission on Higher Education.  Institutions must submit disbursement and enrollment data 
each semester to identify the amount of funds disbursed to each student and the eligibility of each student 
participating in the program.  Each institution is audited to review LIFE Scholarship awarding policies and 
procedures. 
 
There were 19,457 scholarships awarded in Fall 2001 totaling $27,622,621.  The Spring 2002 disbursement 
indicated that 19,009 students were awarded, totaling $26,760,425.  Therefore, a total of $54,383,046 was 
disbursed in the academic year 2001-2002.  This data is based on information submitted before 8/15/02 and 
could be affected by subsequent post awards.

In 1970 the General Assembly passed a bill which created the Higher Education Tuition Grants Commission, an agency 
which was charged with the responsibility of administering tuition grants to   independent college students.  The Governor 
signed the bill on May 1, 1970. 
 

 
 

The Tuition Grants Program has assisted many 
needy students since its inception in 1970.  
Since the beginning of the program, 218,540 
awards have been made to students. 
 
The South Carolina Education Tuition Grants 
Commission has been charged by the General 
Assembly with the responsibility of 
administering the Tuition Grants program.  
This program allows South Carolina residents 

who attend participating independent colleges 
in this state to receive financial assistance from the 

state if they meet the eligibility requirements of the 
program. 

 
 
 

2000-2001 Statistical Summary 
 
1. Students at twenty (20) independent colleges in South Carolina were eligible to participate in the Tuition Grants 

Program during 2000-2001.  These colleges enrolled a total of 22,159 full-time undergraduate students.  Seventy-
three and a half percent (16,290) were South Carolina residents. 

 
2. Over twenty-one percent (21.47%) of the 2000-2001 total award dollars went to South Carolina 

residents attending the five historically black colleges that participate in the program. 
 
3. The 2000-2001 average private college tuition and fee charge was $11,682 per year, not including room, 

board or books.  The average South Carolina Tuition Grant (SCTG) award for 2000-2001 was $2,482 or 
just over twenty-one percent (21.25%) of the average tuition and fee charge. 

 
4. Seventy-seven percent (77%) of SCTG recipients were dependent upon their parents/guardians for financial 

support.  Twenty-three percent (23%) were totally independent and relied only on their own income or that of a 
spouse. 

 
5. Sixty-six percent (66%) of the 2000-2001 SCTG recipients had family incomes of $49,999 or less.  The average 

income for all 2000-2001 Tuition Grant recipients was $39,654. 
 
6. The average for all 2000-2001 Tuition Grant recipients was 23.3 years. 
 
7. In 2000-2001 almost forty-two (41.91%) of South Carolina Tuition Grants recipients were African-Americans.  

As a percent of recipients, the South Carolina Tuition Grants Program serves more African-American students 
than any other state-funded program.

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South Carolina HOPE Scholarship 
 
During the 2001 legislative session, the General Assembly approved the South Carolina HOPE Scholarship 
Program, established under the S.C. Education Lottery Act, beginning academic year 2002-2003.  The SC 
HOPE Scholarship will provide funding in the amount of up to $2,500 (not to exceed the cost of 
attendance), plus a $150 book allowance to first-time entering freshman for the first year of attendance only.  
The scholarship may only be awarded to students attending an eligible four-year public or private 
institution. The Commission on Higher Education estimates that approximately 2,184 students will qualify 
for the SC HOPE Scholarship for the 2002-03 academic year totaling $5,787,600. 
 
GENERAL ELIGIBLITY REQUIREMENTS: 
 
In order to be eligible for a SC HOPE Scholarship, a student must meet ALL of the following minimum 
requirements: 
 

• Earn a 3.0 cumulative GPA on a 4.0 scale at the end of the senior year;  
 
• Be a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident that meets the definition of an eligible non-citizen 

under State residency statutes;  
 

• Be a South Carolina resident for in-state tuition purposes at the time of enrollment at the 
institution as set forth by Section 59-112-10 and be a dependent of a legal SC resident at the time of 
high graduation according to State Statute, Section 59-149-50A. 

 
• Attend an eligible South Carolina four-year public institution as defined in Section 59-103-5 or a 

four-year independent institution as defined in Section 59-113-50 as a full-time (minimum 12 credit 
hours) degree-seeking student; 

 
• Certify that he or she has not been convicted of any felonies and has not been convicted of any 

alcohol or drug-related offenses within the past academic year; 
 
• Certify that he or she is not in default and does not owe a refund or repayment on any Federal or 

State aid; and 
 

• Must not be eligible for or a recipient of a LIFE or Palmetto Fellows Scholarship.

FINANCE 
Glossary 

 
 

Academic Support - Funds to provide support services for an institution's primary missions- instruction, research, and public 
services. 

 
Allocation - An authorization to incur obligations and to make expenditures during a stated period of time, for a specified 

purpose, and not to exceed the amount provided in the authorization. 
  
Appropriation - A legislative authorization that permits government agencies to incur obligations and to make payments out of 

the treasury for specified purposes.  An appropriation usually follows enactment of authorizing legislation.  An 
appropriation act is the most common means of providing budget authority, but in some cases the authorizing legislation 
itself provides the budget authority. 

 
Auxiliary Enterprise - An entity that exists to furnish goods or services to students, faculty, or staff, and that charges a fee 

directly related to, although not necessarily equal to, the cost of the goods or service. 
 
Budget - A plan for the accomplishment, within a definite time period, of programs related to established objectives and goals, 

setting forth estimates of the resources required and the resources available (usually in comparison with one or more past 
periods) and showing future requirements.  Also, a request for funds to pay the operating cost of the government. 

 
Capital Budget - A budget that deals with large expenditures for capital items normally financed by borrowing.  Usually, capital 

items have long range returns and useful life spans, are relatively expensive, and have physical presence (buildings, 
roads, and sewage systems). 

 
CHE Formula - A numerical mechanism used to determine funding needs (costs), CHE recommendations to the legislation for 

funding, and to provide for equitable sharing of state available resources, of public higher education institutions.  
 
Debt Service –All payments in connection with funds borrowed by an institution, e.g., principal payments, interest payments, 

payments to reserve and to ensure proper upkeep and maintenance of the facilities, trustees' service charges, legal 
expenses and other items related to indebtedness. 

 
Earmarked Revenue - Funds from a specific course to be spent only for a designated activity. 
 
Expenditures - The cost of goods delivered or service rendered, whether actually paid or unpaid, for the operation of an 

institution and for addition to its plants or payment  of an obligation. 
 
Full Funding - Provision of budgetary resources to cover the total cost of a program or project at the time it is undertaken. 
 
Incremental Funding - The provision or recording of budgetary resources for a program or project based on obligations 

estimated to be incurred within a fiscal year when such budgetary resources will cover on a portion of the obligations to 
be incurred in completing the program or project.  

 
Institutional Support - Central executive-level activities concerned with management and long-range planning of the entire 

institution, such as the governing board, planning and programming, legal services, etc.

Line-Item Budget - A budget format that presents the exact amount planned to be spent for every separate good or service to be 

purchased. 
 
Operating Budget - The current year budget that guides agencies' everyday activities. 
 
Public Service - An activity that is established primarily to provide non-instructional services beneficial to individuals and groups 

external to the institution.

CColleges and universities conduct a wide range of activities in pursuit of their missions as 
institutions of higher education.  The physical facilities of an educational institution affect all 
segments of the institution and effectively must provide the level of service necessary to support 
the institution’s objectives in fulfilling its mission. 
 
The degree to which each institution’s facilities fulfills any or all of 
the functions necessary to its mission depends in a large measure on 
the goals of the institution, its size, and the availability of resources.  
An institution’s facilities must be adequate to serve the programmatic 
needs of the institution. However, many outside factors often conflict 
with this overriding requirement. These include changing enrollment 
patterns which necessitate flexibility in functional use, proliferation 
of codes and standards, increasing costs for operation and maintenance, and austere funding.   

 
The effective allocation and utilization of physical facilities is essential if an institution of higher 
education is to meet its objectives in the areas of instruction, research, and public service.

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FACULTY 
     IN  HIGHER  EDUCATION 

 
Higher education institutions have changed dramatically in the past 20 to 30 years as a workplace.  
Essentially, an institution is a workplace of two cultures: faculty and administrators.  In the past, the 
faculty has been the dominant group affecting the conditions of the workplace with administrators 
being the subservient to the influence of the faculty.  Today the role and importance of each group has 
changed considerably and each affects the other as the institution adjusts to a rapid environmental and 
social evolution. 
 
Faculties are pivotal resources around which postsecondary education revolves.  They determine 
curriculum content, student performance standards, and quality of students’ preparation for careers.  
Faculty members perform research and development work which can advance this nation’s 
technological and economic well-being.  Through their public service activities, they also contribute 
to the public good.

Faculty and Administrators Profile - Women and minorities increased 
their representation among full-time faculty and administrators at public 
colleges in the 1990’s. In the SREB region in 1998, women accounted 
for 33 percent of the faculty at public four-year colleges and 51 percent of 
the faculty at public two-year colleges.  More than 40 percent of the 
administrators at public four-year colleges and more than 43 percent at pu
year colleges were women.  In the late 1990s African-Americans and Hispanics
accounted for 10 percent of full-time faculty members in public four-yea
universities in the SREB states, compared with the national average of 8 p
representation rates both increased from rates in the early 1990s of 9 p
percent, respectively.   For public two-year colleges in the late 199
Americans and Hispanics made up 12 percent of the faculty in SREB states and 10 percent of the 
faculty nationally – up from 11 percent and 9 percent, respectively.  While African-American faculty 
members in public four-year colleges in the SREB region became less concentrated in predominantly 
and historically black colleges, these institutions still employed 57 percent of the region’s African-
American faculty.  Nationwide, African American faculty also became less concentrated in 
predominantly and historically black colleges – 37 percent, compared with 40 percent five years 
earlier. 
 
In the late 1990s, African-Americans and Hispanics accounted for 16 percent of the administrators at

Performance Funding In South Carolina  
A Brief History and Background 

 
Act 359 of 1996 amended sections of the South Carolina state code relating to the Commission on
Higher Education (in particular Section 59-103-5, et al) to dramatically change the mechanism for 
determining state funding of public higher education.  The legislation mandated that the Commission,
in consultation with institutions and other key stakeholders, develop and use a performance system for
determining institutional funding.  The law specified that quality of higher education institutions could
be measured by considering 9 critical success factors with 37 indicators suggested to measure those 9
areas and  provided a three-year phase-in period to develop a system that would base all funding of 
public higher education in South Carolina on performance. 
 
To meet its mandate, the Commission on Higher Education (CHE) developed a two-part plan: 1) a
determination of financial need for the institutions – resulting in the Mission Resource Requirement 
(MRR) to identify the total amount of money an institution should receive based on nationall

 

y
comparable costs for institutions of similar mission, size and complexity of programs and 2) a process
for rating each institution’s performance on each indicator – resulting in a system of determining 
performance on measures and standards approved by the Commission with institutions with the higher
performance scores receiving a proportionally greater share of their MRR.  Developed in 1996-97 and 
substantially revised in 1999, the plan was phased in over time so that by the third year, as required, an
assessment of performance on all indicators as listed in law (§59-103-30(B)) determined all general 
operating funding for FY00.  A chart outlining the current performance funding process follows on the
next pages. 
 
The Commission has continued to work with the 33 public institutions in South Carolina to refine and
improve the system since its inception.  Major changes to the system from that as initially adopted 
occurred in the first full-year of implementation (FY99 measurement impacting FY00 allocations.)  In
that year, a change in scoring provided for ratings on each performance indicator to be on a 3-point 
scale rather than the 6-point scale.  Additionally, a scale was applied to the resulting overall average
performance score so that dollars were allocated on the basis of five performance categories rather than
individual overall scores.  Many of the indicator measurement definitions have changed since they 
were first defined in 1996 and 1997.  Most such changes occurred in FY00 that impacted FY01
allocations with changes to definitions occurring to a lesser degree the following years. In 2000-01, the 
method for identifying the standards used to determine performance changed from a system whereby
each institution negotiated its own standards to one where standards were determined for sectors of
institutions based on available national, state and regional data and peer data.  Additionally, during that 
same year, the Commission added a component to the 3-point scale used to score indicator 
performance to provide recognition of individual institutional improvement over past years (i.e., 0.5
points are added to indicators scores of 1 or 2 for some provided performance equals or surpasses a 
pre-determined level of the average historical performance.)  During the most recent year, FY01
measurement impacting FY03 allocations, implemented revisions reduced the number of indicators
that determine the overall performance score of each institution to 13 or 14.  (For a description of the
various types or sectors of public institutions as specified in legislation by mission, see the following
page.)  
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Performance Funding In South Carolina 
 
In Fall 2000, the Commission aimed to streamline the system by strengthening the focus on indicators
found most reflective of each sector’s mission and reducing the redundancy in indicators.  The 
Commission worked with institutional representatives and other key stakeholders to identify those
measures that have proven to be the most informative and useful in assessing performance.  Based on

 

past and performance data, the Commission streamlined the measurement system to 13 or 14
indicators, dependent on the sector, to be used in deriving the annual overall performance score.
Although the Commission has determined a limited set of indicators for use in scoring, the
Commission has developed a plan to monitor performance on key areas not directly measured by
existing scored indicators.

In performance 
funding, applicable measures are determined by sector.   
 
Mission Identified for Higher Education in South Carolina: 
 
The General Assembly has determined that the mission for higher education in South Carolina is to be
a global leader in providing a coordinated, comprehensive system of excellence in education by
providing instruction, research, and life-long learning opportunities which are focused on economic
development and benefit the State of South Carolina.  
 
Goals to be achieved through this mission were identified as: high academic quality;  affordable and
accessible education; instructional excellence; coordination and cooperation with public education;
cooperation among the General Assembly, Commission on Higher Education, Council of Presidents of
State Institutions, institutions of higher learning, and the business community; economic growth; and
clearly defined missions.  
 
Mission Identified for Types of Sectors of SC Higher Education are: 
 
Research institutions  

�   college-level baccalaureate education, master’s, professional, and doctor of philosophy degrees which lead 
to continued education or employment 

�   research through the use of government, corporate, nonprofit-organization grants, or state resources, or both

�   college-level baccalaureate education and selected master’s degrees which lead to employment or continued 
education, or both, except for doctoral degrees currently being offered 

�   limited and specialized research 
�   public service to the State and the local community 
 
Two-year institutions - branches of the University of South Carolina  

�   college-level pre-baccalaureate education necessary to confer associates’ degrees which lead to continued 
education at a four-year or research institution 

�   public service to the State and the local community 
 
State technical and comprehensive education system  

�   all post-secondary vocational, technical, and occupational diploma and associate degree programs leading 
directly to employment or maintenance of employment and associate degree programs which enable 
students to gain access to other post-secondary education  

�   up-to-date and appropriate occupational and technical training for adults

industry in order to enhance the economic development of South Carolina  
�   public service to the State and the local community 
�   continue to remain technical, vocational, or occupational colleges with a mission as stated in item (4)
