Agenda Item 4:  Recommendation for a policy to address data discrepancies, identified and verified through the Commission on Higher Education’s data verification process or through other means or processes, that result in a misallocation of performance funding appropriations
The following draft policy is scheduled to be discussed by CAPA at its meeting on April 2, 2003.  The draft below is the same as that distributed previously on March 17 with one technical correction – an additional phrase has been added and is identified in blue bolded font.  Staff has received feedback from some institutions regarding this draft and is taking the feedback under consideration.  An open discussion of the draft policy is encouraged at the April 2 meeting.  There is no staff recommendation at this time and the draft policy is presented for continued discussion.

DRAFT POLICY FOR DISCUSSION

REALLOCATION OF DOLLARS REFUNDED FROM INSTITUTIONS IN THE EVENT OF DATA ERRORS

This policy addresses data discrepancies, identified and verified through the Commission on Higher Education’s data verification process or through other means or processes, that result in a misallocation of performance funding appropriations.

Upon review of data either as a part of the Commission’s data verification process or through other means or processes, it will be determined whether any discrepancies in the information reviewed impacted an institution’s performance funding score and/or subsequent appropriation. Historical and current data will be corrected as indicated by the data review. 

If a SC institution of higher learning is found to have been over-funded in performance funding appropriations, the Commission on Higher Education will adjust the upcoming year’s allocation by that amount.  In the event that data errors have caused multiple year over-awards, the Commission on Higher Education reserves the right to adjust upcoming appropriations as deemed appropriate.  For discrepancies in data that led to an under-funding of any institution in a given year, the data will be corrected for historical purposes, but will not be considered for any adjustment to the upcoming year’s allocation of performance funding appropriations.

An affected institution will be afforded the opportunity to appeal its case regarding data or and the effect on upcoming appropriation changes to the Commission through the appropriate sub-Committees of the Commission prior to action by the full Commission. 
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
