Additional Guidance to clarify Performance Year 7, 2002-03, reporting of transfer data for Indicator 7A as defined for Regional Campuses and Technical Colleges
Attached is information to clarify the reporting and use of additional transfer data in this year’s results for Indicator 7A as defined for Regional Campuses and Technical Colleges.  As you will note in the information enclosed, the additional transfer information is requested to be turned in as described to the Planning, Assessment, and Performance Funding Division no later than April 4, 2003.  Additional information will be forthcoming early next week to clarify questions that have been raised concerning continued enrollment.

Transfer Data:

The following information is provided as clarification for the collection and reporting of additional transfer data for determining performance results for Year 7.  On page II.143 of the November 2002 Workbook, guidance for the collection and reporting and use of additional transfer data for consideration in Year 7 performance reports was provided.  Stated is the following:

Consideration of and Reporting on Transfer-Out Students by Technical Colleges and Regional Campuses - For the first year of measurement, Year 7 (2002-03), data for all institutions will be calculated based on available CHEMIS information that can be used in determining in-state transfers.  That is, the measure will be computed as described for performance funding purposes, but using for transfers within 150% of time those in-state transfers for which information is available on CHEMIS.  Consideration will be given to complete information on transfers (in- and out-of-state) under the following circumstances:  1) For institutions that collect and report transfer data on the federal IPEDS GRS form, the information on transfers will be considered and used if it impacts an institution’s score and 2) For those two-year institutions that report, “No,” to the GRS screening question related to transfers, staff will consider data provided by institutions in the scoring process only if it is collected and reported in a manner that meets the GRS requirements for determining transfers.  In both cases, if it is determined that the performance is impacted, the transfer number reported on the GRS or provided by the institution will be substituted for the CHEMIS number and the data will be footnoted accordingly.  Such supplemental transfer data will not be considered for those institutions that report to the GRS screening question related to transfers that they have transfers but do not have data.  (p. II.143, PF Workbook, Nov 2002)

There has been discussion related to the “matching” of Clearinghouse or other such data with CHEMIS information this year in determining performance.  It has been determined after review that this is not possible.  As a result, the additional transfer data for this year will be collected and scored per the guidance provided in the workbook.  The process for this collection and scoring of 7A for Regional Campuses and Technical Colleges for Year 7 will be as follows.  An example is provided on the next page.
1) Performance on the indicator will be calculated using available CHEMIS data and staff will review the data in light of the approved standards.  At this stage, whether or not performance merits an additional 0.5 points for improvement will be considered.  Performance data calculated using CHEMIS prior to additional consideration of transfer data are comparable to that collected and recorded as baseline data for the past three years.  As a result, the improvement factor will be applied with consistency across institutions.  
2) Consideration of additional transfer data:  (Please keep in mind, any reported information on transfers must conform to NCES IPEDS definitions for allowable transfer data.)
· For institutions who respond or plan to respond to the GRS screening question that “transfer” is part of their mission and who report or plan to report a transfer number on the GRS form: Institutions must complete and submit the attached form by      APRIL 4, 2003.  Staff will substitute the transfer number reported on the GRS for the CHEMIS transfer number and determine if there is any change in score.  If a higher score results, the higher score will be recommended.  On the Year 7 data report, the data using the “GRS transfer number” will be used and footnoted.

· For institutions who respond or plan to respond to the GRS screening question  that “transfer” is part of their mission, but who do not report (or do not plan to report) transfer data on the GRS report:  Institutions must complete and submit the attached form by APRIL 4, 2003.  Staff will substitute the transfer number indicated for the CHEMIS transfer number and determine if there is any change in score.  If a higher score results, the higher score will be recommended.  On the Year 7 data report, the data using the “GRS transfer number” will be used and footnoted.

· For institutions who respond or plan to respond to the GRS screening question that “transfer” is NOT part of their mission, no additional consideration of transfer data will be given.  The number calculated using available CHEMIS data will be used in determining the institution’s score for Year 7.  It is not necessary to submit the attached form.
Note:  As with all indicators, institutions will have the opportunity for the appeal of score results. 
Example:

Institution “X” plans to report on the GRS that transfer is part of the mission and plans to report transfer data on the GRS form.  The institution should complete and submit the attached form.  Staff has reviewed the data and finds the following:
	CHEMIS Data
	Performance calculated using available CHEMIS information indicates:

47 graduated + 26 transferred + 8 still enrolled / 170 in the cohort

Performance is 81/160 = 47.6%

Staff determines the score based on the CHEMIS information:

The standard is 50.0% to 65.0% for a 2 for regional campuses.

The data calculated from CHEMIS indicates a history of 42.1%, 44.3% and 42.3%.  The average is 42.9%.  The improvement factor is 3% and therefore to earn 0.5, this year’s performance must be >= 44.2%

Per the above information the score would be 1.5 



	Data provided on attached form
	40 transferred  (Note this is the total transfer number reported on GRS and includes students transferring to in-state or out-of-state institutions)

The performance is recalculated substituting 40 for the 26 identified as transfers using CHEMIS

47 graduated + 40 transferring + 8 still enrolled  / 170 in the cohort
Performance is 95/170 = 55.9%

The score considering this information is a 2.  The 0.5 earned as indicated above is added resulting in a performance score of 2.5



	Result
	The recommended score for performance in Year 7 is 2.5   The performance result of 55.9% is used in reporting of results and it is footnoted accordingly.
