In accordance with the Need-based Grant Regulation, below is the amount to be requested from the Commission on Higher Education (CHE) for each institution for FY 2004-05.  This information has been sent to the Vice Presidents for Finance at your institution as well.

The Commission on Higher Education is pleased to inform you that the General Assembly allocated an additional $6.1 Million to the Need-based Grants Program from the SC Education Lottery Account.  As you can see from the following chart, each institution will receive increased funding for the next fiscal year.  The additional funding is a direct result of a survey conducted in November 2002 that stated institutions could reach at least three times as many students if more funding were available.  The Commission requests that you keep this priority in mind as your institution distributes the allocation to the neediest students on your campus.  Supporting data regarding the additional number of needy students awarded will need to be reported to the General Assembly at the conclusion of FY 2004-05.
