Institutional Effectiveness Reporting 2003
Enclosed you will find the reporting requirements for the 2003 Institutional Effectiveness submissions that will be due in our office no later than August 1, 2003.  The first file that is included contains brief explanations for the components required within the summary reports and the second file contains the data tables that should be completed by your office.  Together with the data that has been collected for performance funding purposes (Section 59-103-30), this information will satisfy reporting requirements for Section 59-101-350.

In 2001, the Legislature added two components to those already required for Institutional Effectiveness reporting. These additions are:

- (Applies to Research and Teaching institutions only) Assessment information for the institution’s Title II of the Federal Higher Education Act of 1998 report that collects and analyzes data on applicant qualifications and the performance of the candidates and graduates  and 

- (Applies to all institutions) Appropriate information relating to each institution's role and mission to include policies and procedures to ensure that academic programs support the economic development needs in the State by providing a technologically skilled workforce.

A statement concerning the institution’s policies and procedures to provide a “technologically skilled workforce” should be included in this year’s Summary Report. Research and Teaching institutions should include the Web address of their Title II report in their summary reports and on the attached Institutional Effectiveness Checklist.
As we did for the January 2002 Report, “A Closer Look at Public Higher Education in South Carolina,” we will use performance funding information with the institutional effectiveness reports to highlight changes within the state’s public higher education institutions. Summary Reports from each institution should again be posted to your website so that we may refer to your electronic address in the January 2004 report.  Also, please maintain your past Summary Reports on your website so that at least two years of summary data can be viewed. Some institutions have chosen to maintain all reports on the Web in order to use this information for ongoing accreditation reviews. 

A process for reviewing IE summary reports has been set in place for the past year’s reports. The review committee, made up of volunteers from the institutions, will read and critique reports this spring, with the results to go to the individual institutions by May 23rd. The intent of this process is to provide feedback to the institutions that may be used in the creation of the 2003 reports.

As this material is prepared, the process used to include examinations in IE reporting and for Indicator 7D, Scores of Graduates on Post-Undergraduate Professional, Graduate, or Employment-Related Examinations and Certification Tests, is being reviewed by Commission staff and institutional representatives through CAPA.  Any changes that result from this review will be communicated to you as soon as they are approved by the Commission.  Absent such approval and notification, however, the process and examinations included will remain unchanged.
Please be sure to include the attached transmittal form when you submit your information on August 1, 2003.  Submit your completed summary report and data tables electronically to: Saundra Carr, at scarr@che.sc.gov    All the documents are in Word and should transmit fairly easily, so we ask that you use Word when sending your summary reports. Please check the Commission’s website at www.che.sc.gov/academicaffairs/IE/IEPage.htm to confirm that the Commission has recorded the correct components that you will be reporting on in your summary report.  If there is a discrepancy, please contact Mike Raley at 803-737-3921, otherwise we will expect that those sections listed in the attached Reporting Requirements (including Majors or Concentrations) will be the only components reported on for 2001-2002.   

Thank you for your continued support in the state’s planning process and your consistent efforts in putting together excellent reports that detail your institutions’ efforts in planning and assessment, accountability, and performance.  Due to your diligent efforts, South Carolina consistently does very well in SACS, Chapter III, Institutional  Effectiveness, with commendations or no recommendations in this area.
