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e CHE approved revisions to the South Carolina College Course Prerequisite
Requirements. The revisions are effective with the 2019-20 Academic Year for entering
college freshman: For information, Click Here

e CHE approved EY 2016-17 Guidelines for EIA Centers of (Teacher Education)
Excellence Competitive Grants. The Centers of Excellence program was established with
the Education Improvement Act (EIA) of 1984. Under the program, a competitive grants
competition identifies Centers to strengthen identified areas of need related to teacher
education. State EIA-funds are provided for up to five years with the goal of establishing on-
going statewide resource centers that address the needs of high need schools and districts.
Presently, 14 active Centers of Excellence are in operation, of which five are receiving funding
through the program. CHE also received for information a report on the program and
FY 2015-16 Center of Excellence Program awards.

e Since 1998, CHE has administered a federally-funded Title 11 competitive grant program for
higher education focused on teacher professional development. The purpose of the program
which is known as Improving Teacher Quality (ITQ) is to increase academic achievement of
all students by helping school districts improve teacher and principal quality and ensure that
all teachers are highly qualified in the content areas they teach. CHE approved the Project
Year 2016-17 Guidelines for the federal ITQ Competitive Grants Program.

e CHE consider a staff agreement with the State Board for Technical and Comprehensive
Education to expedite further through a concurrent approval process the approval of selected
Associate of Applied Science Degree programs. A copy of the agreement which was approved
with minor amendments and contingent upon further review by legal counsel is available
HERE.

This report
provides information presented at a recent meeting of Committee on Academic Affairs
and Licensing relating to an on-going initiative to review and develop revised metrics and
criteria for use with academic program evaluation.

— Non-Public Postsecondary Institution Licensing Criteria Revision Update. This report
provides information presented at a recent meeting Committee on Academic Affairs and
Licensing relating to a review that has been initiated recently of state law and CHE
regulation for licensing of nonpublic postsecondary institutions. CHE anticipates
bringing recommendations forward for consideration in the upcoming 2016 Session.

— Commissioners were briefed on recent legislative activities and referred to weekly staff
updates relating to higher education which are available here.
