Discussion of the process for performance funding ratings for 2000-01 (Year 5)
Performance ratings for the current year (2000-01, Year 5), are scheduled to be considered by the Committee at its meeting on May 22 with the Committee’s recommendations being considered by the Commission on June 7.  The timeframe differs from last year due to changes in reporting dates for some of the IPEDS information.  The process for determining and finalizing the ratings, however, remains similar to that used last year and follows closely the schedule presented on page 12 of the performance funding workbook.  The following outlines the process that will be used for determining performance scores for Year 5:

By March 23, 2001: 
Institutions will receive updated spreadsheets from that sent in July 2000 which will contain in addition to the institutions’ historical data and benchmark information, information related to the 2000-01 rating process and instructions for scoring of performance data.

April 12, 2001:  
Preliminary staff recommendations for ratings will be sent electronically to institutions for review.

April 25, 2001:  
By 5:00 pm institutions must indicate any errors of fact found in the preliminary recommendations received and/or indicate intent to raise concerns* at the May 22 Planning and Assessment Committee meeting.

Institutions wishing  to raise concerns for consideration by the Committee must indicate their intention to do so in writing by April 25 to allow time for Commission staff to review the information and include it in the meeting materials distributed on May 15.  Institutions planning to raise concerns must indicate the specific indicator(s) in question and provide supporting rationale and documentation for each indicator about which concerns are raised.  As applicable, institutions should provide numeric data analysis in illustrating their concern.  Additional instructions for submitting concerns  will be provided in the April 12 mail-out of preliminary scoring recommendations.  Any concerns for which an institution desires consideration and all related supporting documentation must be received no later than 5:00 pm on April 25 in order to receive Committee consideration.

May 15, 2001:  
Mail-out for the Planning and Assessment Committee including staff recommendations for performance scores for year 5.

May 22, 2001:  
Consideration of staff recommendations by the Planning and Assessment Committee

~ May 29, 2001:  
Mail-out for the CHE meeting including rating recommendations of the Planning and Assessment Committee

June 7, 2001:  
Commission consideration at  its meeting of scoring recommendations for the 2000-01 performance funding year (Year 5 to impact FY 2001-02 allocations.

At present, performance data are being calculated and included in the database for scoring analysis.  Institutions can access data being calculated from CHEMIS information by going to our homepage and selecting “Finance, Facilities, & MIS” and from there “CHEMIS.”  A link to the CHEMIS section as well as to data that we are posting through the Planning, Assessment and Performance Funding Division can be accessed by selecting “Performance Funding” after selecting “Planning, Assessment and Performance Funding” on the home page.  Additional details will be provided in information mailed to institutions by March 23. 
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
