Discussion of report card format for performance funding year 2000-01 (Year 5)
Attached is a draft mock-up of the report card format staff proposes be used for presenting the results of ratings for the current performance year. The report card draft that follows is for purposes of illustration and discussion only.  The final version will be adjusted to account for differences in indicator applicability across sectors and institutions.  This caution also applies to the summary page information which although similar across institutions varies slightly for the institutional facts displayed across two- and four-year institutions (e.g., information related to continuing education is displayed for technical colleges and not for other institutions.)  Additionally, other necessary formatting changes from that displayed here will be made to ensure an accurate display for each institution.  The format shown here was provided to institutional representatives on January 26 to allow for their review and feedback.  Only one institution provided suggestions which have been incorporated into the attached draft report card format.

Comparison of proposed format to last year’s format
The format is similar to last year, including a summary page, which provides not only overall performance information but also facts about the institution, and a detailed indicator by indicator report.  Unlike last year, the report card will be printed in landscape, a change which allows larger type and the ability to include additional information related to the improvement factor in the detailed indicator display.  Other differences include revising the detailed indicator display to add additional historical data so that three years of data are displayed, to provide information related to the improvement factor, and to group and summarize indicators assessed for “compliance” or that are “on cycle” (i.e., not being assessed for scoring in the current year) or that are “not applicable” as the last line for each critical success factor.  The summary page includes the same institutional fact information as presented last year but updated to reflect the most current data.  Both the summary page and detailed indicator display page will include updated explanation/descriptive information.  Staff hopes these changes will provide a cleaner, easier-to-read display.
