M. G. Thomas R. Olsen, Sr. opened the meeting at 2:00 p.m.

1. Consideration of the Minutes of the March 20, 2001 Meeting 

It was moved (Floyd), seconded (Ravenel) and voted to adopt the minutes as written.  

2. Consideration of staff recommendations for the ratings for Performance Year 2000-01 to impact FY 2001-02.

Dr. Michael Smith gave a brief review of the performance funding rating process.  Dr. Smith summarized the procedure used for institutional review and comment.  General Olsen explained the procedure that would be used to expedite the agenda.  Dr. Smith noted for this year an average score for all institutions is 82% (2.47 of 3), also, 17 of 33 institutions were rated as performing in the “Achieves” category and the remaining 16 institutions were rated as performing in the “Exceeds” category. Four institutions submitted written concerns addressing 7 issues.  It is noted that institutions that had appealed recommendations expressed to the Committee satisfaction with staff’s analysis and recommendations and did not request any further consideration.  (See Attachment 2a.)

It was moved (Olsen), seconded (Harvin) and voted to approve the recommended ratings for the 2000-01 Performance Year to impact FY 2001-02 allocation of state appropriations.

3. Briefing on Indicator 4A/B for Year 6

Dr. Smith explained that institutions are working within their sectors to define an appropriate area of emphasis and focus for indicator 4A/B, which is to measure cooperative and collaborative efforts.  The measure developed will allow each sector to collaboratively and individually undertake a common agenda item to fulfill what would be thought of as cooperation and collaboration.  Institutions within a sector would be sharing a common focus and accomplishing something together.  The focus has been determined for two sectors as of this date and is under discussion in the other two sectors.  Dr. Smith updated the Committee as to focus areas under discussion: The technical sector is discussing strengthening advisory boards of the technical colleges, and the regional sector is looking at percentages of full time faculty that contribute to community service activities. It is expected that all institutions will have detailed measures developed by October.  No action required or taken.

4. Update on concerns raised at the March 20 meeting concerning Indicators 2A and 5A

Dr. Smith asked Ms. Julie Carullo to comment to the Committee concerning Indicators 2A and 5A.  Ms. Carullo explained that in June the staff would be working with institutions concerning clarification for terminal degrees for Indicator 2A.  The staff will present its recommendations at the July meeting.  Ms. Carullo stated that for Indicator 5A the committee requested clarification for reporting requirements related to fund expenditures, particularly to reporting of unrestricted and restricted expenditures and the impact of pending accounting changes to institutional reporting and to performance indicators.  Ms. Carullo explained that IPEDS reporting will continue under the accounting methods as has been the case and the new accounting methods will not be used for IPEDS reporting for several years.  She added that as of this date it was unknown for the upcoming year whether IPEDS would require reporting of total expenditures or by restricted and unrestricted categories.  No changes are recommended to the related indicators (5A, 9A) at this time. This issue will be monitored, and recommendations made as necessary.  No action required or taken.

5. Other Business

Dr. Barton reminded members of the Executive Committee meeting scheduled for 4:00 p.m.

He also gave a brief update on legislature concerning the Barnwell fund.  Dr. Lovely Ulmer-Sottong commented on the FIPSE survey noting 850 responses resulted from the survey and asked campus representatives who have not completed the survey to please do so.  Dr. Smith briefly discussed the National Conference for FIPSE.  He explained that other states would be represented and information exchange will be part of the conference.  Call for proposals for presentations have been distributed.  No action required or taken.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m.
