1. Consideration of the Minutes of the September 7, 2000 Meeting

2. Consideration of Regulations Pursuant to Act 359 of 1996

Ms. Harvin gave an overview of the purpose of the legislation and the mandate for the Commission.  She explained the process used in developing the regulations presented today.  Dr. Michael Smith briefly discussed the current draft of the regulations and the action needed today and at the public hearing on December 7.

It was moved (Gressette), seconded (Ravenel) to approve the proposed regulations  (Attachment 1) for publishing in the S. C. State Register and that a public hearing be scheduled for the December 7th at the Commission.

3.  Report on Recommendations Regarding Performance Funding Indicators

Dr. Smith discussed the schedule (Attachment 2).  He indicated that recommendations would be sent to Dr. Peter Ewell of the National Center for Educational Management Systems, who would review them and make suggestions.  Preliminary recommendations would be discussed in meetings with each sector in the first two full weeks in November.  The committee will consider staff recommendations at the December 7 meeting.

This schedule was provided as information; therefore, no action was required.

4. Report on and Distribution of the Performance Funding Workbook

Dr. Smith commented briefly on the contents of the workbook and requested that Ms. Julie Carullo comment on changes from the previous workbook.  The new edition clarifies definitions, presents the information related to standards and improvement factors, and is more user-friendly than the previous edition.  Dr. Smith indicated that the workbook would be on the Commission’s website.  Each institution was provided two copies of the workbook and the Committee members received individual copies.

The workbook was provided as information; therefore, no action was required.

Ms. Harvin reminded everyone of the next meeting scheduled for December 7.  She stated that this meeting will be prior to the regularly scheduled Commission meeting.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
