ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Be either an employee or a dependent of an em-
ployee of DAYCO Products, Inc. located in
South Carolina. Employee must be employed by
DAYCO for at least four years;

Earn a cumulative 3.25 GPA (based on the SC
Uniform Grading Policy SC UGP) upon high
school graduation;

Rank in the top 20% of the high school graduat-
ing class;

Demonstrate a financial need;

Must be a South Carolina resident for tuition and
fees purposes;

Must be a U.S. Citizen or legal permanent resi-
dent;

Must be enrolled as a degree-seeking student at
an eligible South Carolina public or independent
institution;

Must not owe a refund or repayment on any State
or Federal financial aid and not be in default on a
Federal student loan; and

Must have never been convicted of any felonies
and have not been convicted of any second or
subsequent alcohol/drug-related misdemeanor
offenses with the past academic year.

Q& A

Can I receive a state scholarship, a federal
Pell Grant and the DAYCO scholarship?
Yes, as long as the funding does not exceed the
cost-of-attendance at your college/university.

Does the DAYCO Scholarship renew auto-
matically each year? No. You must apply
each academic year and meet the continued
eligibility requirements.

What are the requirements to renew the
scholarship? Students must earn 24 credit
hours each regular academic year as a full-time
student and a cumulative 3.0 GPA at the end of
each academic year.
