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Designation as Program Planning Summary and number of credit hours in the
program;

The Citadel proposes to change the name and CIP code of its existing degree program,
B.S. in Physical Education with a Concentration Sports Management and Administration
(131314 CIP Code) to B.S. in Sport Management (CIP Code 310504, Sport and Fitness
Administration/Management).

Designation of undergraduate programs as four- or five-year programs;

The B.S. in Sport Management (CIP Code 310504, Sport and Fitness
Administration/Management) will follow the current curriculum of the B.S. in Physical
Education with a Concentration Sports Management and Administration (131314 CIP
Code), a four-year program requiring 127 credit hours.

Designation of Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM) programs,
healthcare programs, and Math/Science teacher education programs as qualified for
supplemental Palmetto Fellows Scholarship and LIFE Scholarship awards;

The B.S. in Sport Management (CIP Code 310504, Sport and Fitness
Administration/Management) will not qualify for supplemental Palmetto Fellows
Scholarship and LIFE Scholarship awards.

Proposed date of implementation;
It is proposed that this change in degree designation be effective with the fall of 2012.
Justification of need for the proposed program;

In the early 1990s, when the Concentration in Sport Management and Administration was
added to the B. S. in Physical Education, the students pursuing this concentration were
still preparing themselves for careers, in the main, in teaching physical education and
coaching at the secondary level. This is no longer the case. Currently, we have 29
students in the Sport Management and Administration Concentration, and these students
are preparing themselves for graduate education and leadership positions in sport
management and sport professions, including the recreational industry, college/university
sports, resort sports programming, intramural-club-recreational sports programs and
management positions within the wellness and fitness industry. . The B. S. in Physical
Education with Sport Management and Administration no longer fairly or adequately
describes the degree program pursued by the students, and this proposal seeks to correct
that misrepresentation.



Anticipated program demand and productivity;

The current B.S. in Physical Education programs have consistently attracted substantial
numbers of majors, and we anticipate that with more appropriately named degree
programs, the number of majors will only increase. Currently, we have 29 in the Sport
Management and Administration Concentration, and under the proposed change in
degree designation, these 29 students would be pursuing the B. S. in Sport Management.

Assessment of extent to which the proposed program duplicates existing programs
in the state;

The Citadel’s programs in Physical Education have thrived for decades in close proximity
with similar programs at the College of Charleston. The CHE has recognized that while
these programs are in close physical proximity, the student bodies being served by these
two state institutions are dramatically different, and that duplication is not an issue.

Relationship of the proposed program to existing programs at the proposing
institution;

Through required core curriculum courses, students pursuing this major are exposed to
practically every academic area provided at The Citadel. In addition, a selection of
courses totaling 12 credit hours is required in the School of Business Administration in
the areas of economics, accounting, management, and marketing, and the student has
four additional Approved Electives that can be taken in that school.

Relationship of the proposed program to other institutions via inter-institutional
cooperation;

All courses are provided on campus at The Citadel

The curriculum for the B.S. in Sport Management will be the same as is now provided for
the B.S. in Physical Education with Concentration in Sport Management and
Administration.
